\“"-"—-" From Your Rider Educator S

Winter is certainly with us now and shortly we will be welcoming in the year 2010. Where has the past
year gone? Worse yet, where has the past decade gone? It seems like just yesterday we were
worrying about the effects the century change would have on our lives. Today we are worried about
the effects of the current economic situation. Hopefully times will change soon for the better. Now that
winter is here, my guess is that most members, with the exception of those living in the far southern
reaches of the region, have their motorcycles stored for the foreseeable future. Hopefully you were
able to find time to properly winterize your motorcycle before putting it into storage. At a minimum you
should have added some gasoline stabilizer to the gas tank, toped off the tank itself with fresh gasoline
and changed the oil in the motorcycle. The col d
anything to make me want to get the motorcycle out. So while we wait for spring to return, we can use
the time to make sure we can safely step back into the riding season when it arrives.

At our house, we have a forced air wood burning furnace in the basement that we use to heat the

house with when we are home, otherwise the LP gas furnace must run. | was cleaning and inspecting

the wood furnace and chimney the other night and while | was doing it | was thinking about how wood
heat and motorcycles parall el each other. No, ¢
much fun as riding a motorcycle. However, wood heat has its dangers just like motorcycling. The

similarity here is that by planning, inspecting and doing maintenance, those risks can be minimized and

we can enjoy the warmth of wood heat just as we enjoy a good motorcycle ride.

Let " s st art Eachwirter\wobdagatshicutnsglit and stacked in advance of the following
winters heating season. This gives it a chance to dry or season, so that when it burns it produces a
minimum amount of creosote in the chimney that could lead to a chimney fire. Likewise if we plan for
motorcycle rider training before the riding season begins, our skills can be refreshed to enable us to
more safely handle the situations that may be encountered on the road. Within the next month or so,
many rider training sites will be posting rider education schedules for the upcoming riding season. This
is also a good time for Chapter Rider Education Directors to begin thinking about range drills that can
be done with the members in a parking lot to refresh and enhance riding skills early on in the riding
season.

Next up is the inspection. Just as a wood heating system needs periodic inspections to detect and
prevent possible failures, each of us needs to evaluate our motorcycles to insure they are in top
operating condition. Regular maintenance can eliminate problems that may put the rider in a
hazardous or inconvenient situation. Besides the physical motorcycle itself, each of us as riders need
to inspect our own skill sets to see what type of training we might benefit from. Possibly we need to
take a rider education course or maybe we need to run through some range drills in a parking lot to get



the feel of the motorcycle again. Don"t overl oo
skills by taking a First Aid or CPR class.

Finally we need to do the actual maintenance. That means performing the necessary repairs on the
motorcycle itself. Possibly it means scheduling and taking a class in rider education or basic medical
training. Or maybe it means that we get together as a chapter or group of individuals on a given day

and run through some parking lot drills such as starting, stopping, turning and slow speed maneuvers.

As we get closer to getting our motorcycles back out on the roadways, we need to make sure that we

as riders are ready to go and that our equipment can safely navigate the route we have planned to

t ake. Just as we have a fire extinguisher in th
something as simple as having a first aid kit in the motorcycle, along with up to date emergency contact
information for both the driver and passenger in a readily accessible location on the motorcycle.

Hopefully you never encounter an occasion where these items or basic medical training skills are
needed, but i1t is better to be prepared in advanc

To that end, Il “d I'i ke to start the New Year off
Rider Education program. It was designed to encourage our members to prepare themselves to handle
everyday situations that might be encountered, regardless of if you are on the motorcycle or not. The
program contains four levels that are briefly explained in the following paragraphs.

Level I, the Entry Level also know as the Knowledge Level emphasizes your commitment to motorcycle
safety. It requires the operator to have a valid motorcycle endorsement on their drivers license. It
requires an 80% successful completion of a knowledge/evaluation test consisting of general riding and
related safety topics. Personal safe riding attitudes as demonstrated during chapter rides is also part of
this ride education level.

Level Il or the Education Level states that you are enrolled in Level | and have completed a Motorcycle
Safety Foundation or approved equivalent class within the last two years.

Level Il or the Preparedness Level indicates that you are enrolled in Level Il, should wear the proper
protective riding apparel, have a first aid kit in your motorcycle and have a current First Aid certificate.

Level IV or the Enhanced Commitment Level states that you are enrolled in Level lll, have a current
CPR and First Aid certificate, actively participate in any organized practice sessions, and have
completed a Motorcycle Safety Foundation or approved equivalent class within the past two years.
Note that a co-rider can qualify by attending a co-rider seminar in lieu of an MSF class.
